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Greetings from the SCOLT President,
Nancy Decker

   “Communication beyond the classroom” – so many lan-
guage professionals engage in activities reflected in the topic
of the 2010 SCOLT/FLANC Conference.  From study abroad
to advocacy for language study; from community engage-
ment projects to pen pal connections; from the creation of
web pages to participation in virtual language communities
— teachers and students of languages take part in many
activities that take languages and issues about language
study beyond the walls of schools and institutions of higher
learning.  And I want to encourage you to use SCOLT as a
means of exchanging ideas about all these ways that we
engage with the world around us.
    Now legislation such as the Serve America Act is putting
increasing emphasis on expanding opportunities for second-
ary school and college students to participate in service-
learning programs:
    “Campuses of Service”  recognizes the work of up to 30
colleges and universities each year.  A designated Campus
of Service would be able to apply for funds to implement
strategies to encourage students to pursue careers in public
service and would be permitted to nominate additional indi-
viduals for “ServeAmerica Fellowships.”  Furthermore, a
larger percentage of Federal Work Study funds will be used
for community service positions.
    “Youth Engagement Zone Program” makes direct competi-
tive grants to eligible partnerships to carry out service-learn-
ing programs with secondary school students and out-of-
school youth to address specific community challenges and
to improve student engagement (incl. graduation rates).  Part-
nerships include at least one local education agency serving
a low-income population with a low graduation rate, and
either a State Commission, a state education agency, or a
community-based agency, and may include others.  The goal
is to assure that service learning will be a mandatory part of
the curriculum in all secondary schools served by the local
education agency within five years.
    These initiatives present language instructors new oppor-
tunities to aid students in using their language skills beyond
the limits of the classroom.  How can we make sure that these
new programs include language study and use of language
skills as ways in which our students can serve the public
good?   I encourage us to bring ideas to the table – both to
the registration table at SCOLT 2010 in Winston-Salem and
to the conference tables in our various communities.

A former Latin American intelligence analyst, Dr. Moore has
been teaching at Gardner Webb University in Boiling Springs,
NC, since 1997.  He is on the executive board of the Foreign
Language Association of North Carolina, the executive board
of the North Carolina chapter of AATSP, the editorial board of
the South Atlantic Review, and the committee on community
Colleges of AATSP.  Yet clearly he still finds time to inspire
students not only to do well in his classes but also to con-
tinue on into the teaching profession.

That
love of learning must be legendary at Gardner-Webb Univer-
sity.  Another former student wrote how Charles’ reputation
of integrity, responsibility, and commitment to education led
the football coach to ask him to speak to the players on the
importance of studying, learning, and finishing their degrees.
From the classroom to the boardroom to the foot field Charles
brings enthusiasm and professionalism to every aspect of
our profession.

The Lexington School District in South Carolina is certainly
lucky to have Dawn Samples as its World Languages Coordi-
nator.  There she has coordinated the development and imple-
mentation of a partial-immersion program in French and Span-
ish since fall 2006.  Beginning in kindergarten and continuing
through grade 5, students spend half of the school day in
classes in math and science conducted in the foreign lan-
guage and the other half of the school day in classes con-
ducted in English. Dawn has not only been instrumental in
developing this program but also in recruiting and training
the teachers and in managing the parent e-group, PIPP (Partial
Immersion Program Parents).  Before taking on this responsi-
bility, Ms. Samples was instrumental in developing the KITE-
LL program for French.  With a small team of educators and
administrators from throughout the state of South Carolina,
she wrote and developed curriculum for students of French in
grades 3 through 5.
Called a “true star in the educational firmament of South Caro-
lina,” a teacher whom students treat like a “rock star” and a
“celebrity,” Dawn Samples remains a savvy advocate for lan-
guage programs among students, teachers, administrators and
parents.

SCOLT recognizes individuals and organizations that encour-
age, highlight and promote world language learning and teach-
ing. Soccer in the Streets is being recognized this year for its
German Street Soccer Cup. SITS is partnering with the German
Consulates to create pickup games in two multicultural cities:
Atlanta, April 26 and Miami, May 3. Attendance is free to
these events.

“We are thrilled to be honored with this prestigious award,”
said Jill Robbins, executive Director for Soccer in the Streets.
“We strive to create a comfortable learning environment for
children of different cultures. Our program brings children of
varying backgrounds and cultures together through positive
physical activity to help them overcome their differences. We’re
looking forward to the German Street Soccer Cup and expect it
to be a fun and exciting learning experience.”

The German Street Soccer Cup will require kids from different
backgrounds to form a team and work together. Each team is
required to have a Spanish and German speaker. The games
are intended to be fun, and to bridge cultural gaps while teach-
ing another language.

Players who qualify as all-stars will travel to Germany to com-
pete. The tournament also recognizes the student with the
best cultural experience or tournament blog posting. The win-
ner will receive the “Todo Alemán Young Journalist Award”
and travel to Germany with the all-star team as a reporter for
Todo Alemán, a blog highlighting the German culture around
the world.

“We are recognizing Soccer in the Streets for providing lead-
ership opportunities for youths to gain important life skills
through the game of soccer and for its efforts to promote the
Spanish and German languages using soccer as a conduit,”
said Lynne McClendon, executive director for SCOLT. “We
applaud the organization’s appreciation for language diver-
sity and foresight in exposing youth to a variety of communi-
cation so that they may be encouraged to pursue language
studies.”

Heifer International  combats hunger, alleviates poverty,
and restores the environment by providing appropriate
livestock, training, and related services to small-scale farmers
worldwide.

Most of the field staff are
nationals of the country and have a variety of technical skills
that help project participants to confront the challenges and
problems they encounter.

Heifer’s language connections occur through their educational
outreach programs.  For the past 3 years, Heifer International
has had a presence at SCOLT Conferences.  Heifer Vice
President Jim Devries was the keynote speaker at the AFLTA
Conference in 2006.  Another representative of the
organization, Sandi Aung, exhibited at the 2008 AFLTA Foreign
Language Festival.

Linda Zins-Adams, Kentucky German Teacher,
Wins Regional Honors

Ms. Zins-Adams is a graduate of the University of Cincinnati
and Xavier University.

Startalk
Over the summer, ACTFL conducted four Startalk pro-
grams – three in Chinese and one in Hindi. The teacher
programs trained 46 teachers, while the student programs
had enrollments totaling 76 students, including middle
and high school levels.  ACTFL worked closely with the
Chinese Language Association of Secondary-Elementary
Schools (CLASS), Glastonbury Public Schools, Choate
Rosemary Hall, the Hurst-Euliss-Bedford School District
in Dallas, and the Hindi-Urdu Flagship program at the
University of Texas at Austin.

Foreign Language Student Enrollment Survey
ACTFL received a grant from the U.S. Department of
Education to conduct the periodic K-12 foreign language
student enrollment survey.  The grant has concluded its
first year.  While there are some preliminary results from
24 states, the largest task is going to be collecting data
from the states that do not have any data collection pro-
cess.  Data collection will be for the 2007-08 school year
and a full report is expected by the fall of 2009.

Standards Impact Grant
ACTFL is working with the Foreign Language Standards
Collaborative Board to conduct research on the impact
the Standards for Foreign Language Learning in the
21st Century have had since being released in 1996.  Grant
research will focus on assessing the observable refer-
ences to standards and the evidence of change in pro-
grams and pedagogy brought about by implementation
of the standards.  The main work for this first year of the
grant is to form three task forces and plan their work for
the term of the grant.

Executive Director’s Report
Sales of ACTFL’s newest publication The Keys to the Classroom: a basic manual to help new language teachers find their
way, are strong and registration for the workshop based on this book outpaced expectations. In addition, Neil Howe, the 2009
ACTFL Convention keynote speaker, received an overwhelmingly positive response to his speech and a huge crowd at the
book signing bought all copies of his book, Millennials Rising: the Next Great Generation. ACTFL has obtained more copies
of the book signed by the author and has them available through the ACTFL online store at www.actfl.org.

ACTFL also sent letters advocating for languages to several state legislatures and governors over the past year.  The letters
were written in direct response to requests for help from state associations.  Other states currently have a number of proposals
pending that could either benefit or hurt language education and he will be monitoring their status and providing assistance
when needed.

ACTFL Board Action
The ACTFL Board of Directors approved the formation of two new Special Interest Groups (SIGs): one for Heritage Languages
and one for Arabic language educators.  Both these new SIGs held meetings at the convention in Orlando to begin operation.  In
other membership news, it was announced that ACTFL had exceeded 12,000 members for the first time.  The Board and staff
express deep gratitude to all language educators joining ACTFL who have made this growth possible.  In an effort to continue
to expand ways to serve its members, ACTFL conducted several live talk-radio broadcasts via the Internet. These broadcasts are
also archived on the ACTFL website for future reference and listening at times convenient to members.  Changes were also made
to the ACTFL website to allow members to log on and update their personal information directly to the database.  Instructions
were sent out via email and the process has gone very smoothly.
